Seven-time Grand Slam Champion Justine Heninto Con  tinue
Relationship with Rolex

Henin, who is a seven-time Grand Slam Champion and former world number one singles
player, will continue her relationship with Rolex watches. Henin, only one of few players on the
Tour to wear a watch during match play, will extend her endorsement contract with Rolex for
several more years.

Henin made her comeback to the Tour in 2010 after a year-and-a-half break, and in only her
second event of the season, Henin reached the finals of the Australian Open where she fell to
Serena Williams in a three set battle. Following this, she advanced to the semifinals of the Sony
Ericsson Open in March and most recently captured the singles title in Stuttgart defeating #8 WTA
Tour singles player Samantha Stosur in three sets on May 2. In addition to this, Henin has quickly
escalated up the singles rankings since January, and is currently ranked #19 in the world after just
five events played in 2010.

Prior to her retirement, Henin was the four-time French Open Champion in 2003, 2005, 2006,
2007, the US Open Champion in 2003 and 2007 and the Australian Open Champion in 2004.
Henin was ranked number one in the world in 2003, 2006 and 2007, and has captured 42 career
singles titles to-date.
